District Updates



Timeline:
Dec - Jan. → Staff are reviewing IEPs and evaluating 
each student’s progress on goals, and determining if 
there was learning loss.

Jan (now) → Evaluate areas of need and determine 
ways to remediate specific areas of loss

Feb. - March → IEP teams will meet and offer strategic 
learning recovery plans to students who require them

End of Year → Staff will evaluate progress on learning 
recovery

Learning Recovery
AB 130 allocated funds on a one-time basis to 
provide learning recovery support to pupils 
with disabilities associated with impacts to 
learning due to school disruptions stemming 
from the COVID–19 public health emergency 
from March 2020 to September 2021.
