* Federal IDEA funds

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Federal IDEA - the “Promise” vs the Allocation:

* EHA of 1975 estimated that the
cost to provide services for a
student in Special Education was
likely “double” the cost of

providing services to a student in
general education
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The federal “Promise”:

* 40% of the “excess cost” of providing Special Education services

* So, IF the average cost of a student is $10,000, the guess was that a
student requiring special education, on average, might cost $20,000.
The “excess cost”, would be $10,000 and 40% of that would be
S4,000/student.

* USDOE calculates this annually, BUT the Congress allocates annually

* The actual allocation varies annually, and has never reached even

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SELPA stands for Special Education Local Plan Area

In 1977, all LEAs (districts, county offices, charters)
were mandated to form consortia in geographical
regions of sufficient size and scope to provide for
all special education service needs of children
residing within the region’s boundaries. Each
region, Special Education Local Plan Area (SELPA),
developed a local plan describing how it would
provide special education services.

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Prior to 1998-99, Non Public School/Agency Placement
costs were soaring throughout the state, with the state
paying about 60% of the cost.

Solution - Roll the state reimbursement cost into each
SELPA AB 602 allocation. The SELPA allocation plan will
have flexibility to use the dollars to meet the needs of
students.

The amount a SELPA receives currently is based on 60%
of actual costs from 1997-98. Many SELPAs have
experienced significant increases in placements since
the base year.
